Titanium Curly Stables

     First, let me introduce myself to you.  I am Priscella Sijbrand, 43 years 

old, Mother of 7 children and married for 20 years to my husband,  

Sean de Ridder.  We are Dutch, but we have been living for more than 

eight years in Sweden.  

     My whole childhood has been around horses. Every weekend I was rid-

ing in competitions and my biggest supporters were my Mother and 

Grandmother. My Mother gave me the horse virus!  But after I turned 18 

years old, I was living on my own and met my husband, got married, and 

started a family. There was less time to spend with horses.   

     In 2017, we decided to move to Sweden with our family. We bought  
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a house with some land and after a few years, I came to the conclusion  

that I needed horses back in my life. Because I didnõt have the time to 

ride horses, I wanted to buy a mini horse so that I could take care of 

one.  After some weeks of searching, I found a very handsome AMHA  

Stallion to take care of.  

     In Sweden it is forbidden to only have one horse, so the search for 

another mini horse continued. I couldnõt really find what I wanted in 

Sweden, so I spread my search in Europe.  I was looking through ad-

vertisements and then all of a sudden I found the mini Curly horse!  

I couldn't believe my eyes, a horse with curls and also hypoallergenic! I 

never saw that in my entire life.  This was all new to me, but I was 

very intrigued. I made contact with the breeder from the advertisement   

and she told me about mini Curly horses. Of course, I went to the inter-

net and started to do my research as well. I saw more Curly horses pop-

ping up, mainly bigger Curly horses.  
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     I also looked to see if there were any mini Curly horses in Sweden or 

Scandinavia, but there were not that many. If I am correct, there were only 

two breeders with mini Curly horses and a few breeders with big Curly 

horses.   

After looking through everything I could find, and of course, looking if eve-

rything would fit my budget, I decided to throw myself into the loop and 

start my own breeding stable.   

With messaging back and forth with the breeder in Holland,0 we decided to 

buy a mini Curly stallion to start with . After seeing a lot of pictures and 

videos, we knew that LCG Curly Painted Titanium, above, ICHO# 1873 -D, 

would become my own mini Curly breeding stallion. His barn name is Ti-

tan.   

Titan was born in Canada and flew to Holland when he was around 8 

months old. The breeder in Holland also used him as a breeding stallion 

and because she needed to have new bloodlines, Titan was ready to move to 

a new home.  I wanted a catchy name. I decided to use Titan to name my 

stables. The name TITANIUM CURLY STABLES was born!  

TITAN 
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     There are not many mini Curly mares, so I started with selecting a few 

mini mares to make my breeding program complete.  

It was finally time to arrange everything for Titanõs trip to Sweden.  A few 

sleepless nights and there he was, my own mini Curly stallion, TITAN!  

 He is such a dream. Those curls and long incredible mane, such a sweet 

face, great movements and perfect personality.  He is a dream come true!  

     Titan is from the Curly line ñCurly Jim Pony Miniature. He has the SP6 

curl gene. He was born in 2015. His color is smoky black tobiano and he is 

homozygous for tobiano. That, for me, is a big plus because I love colorful 

mini Curly horses. Then you not only can create a quality mini Curly horse, 

but also one in beautiful coloring.  

Titan has the most amazing personality.  Such a sweetheart also for his 

mares.  

Titan is heterozygous for curls, that means he has a 50% chance to pass it to 

his foals.  
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     The first mares were bred with Titan and then the waiting began. What will 

the outcome be, what would they look, will they be healthy, do you see directly if 

they have curls?  

     I did a lot of reading on what I could expect as a first time breeder at this 

point. Sleepless nights. After 11 months of waiting, there she was, my first real 

mini Curly horse. that was exciting! Everything went well, and oh my, what 

beautiful curls!  My first real mini Curly filly with curls! I couldnõt have been 

more happy. A few days later, a mini Curly colt was born, full of curls! One week 

later a Smooth Curly filly came into the world. What a texture that fur is, so 

silky and soft!  

     After living a few years in Sweden, we decided to sell our house and buy a 

farm so I could dedicate all my time to my mini Curly 

breeding program. We bought a nice farm with 12 

hectares of land, enough space to transform it into 

my mini Curly horse heaven.  

     Over the years, I got the opportunity to buy more 

beautiful mini Curly horses so I would get new blood-

lines.  That turned Titanium Curly Stables into one 

of the biggest mini Curly breeders in all of Scandina-

via.               Right, Titanium Painted Spotlight . 
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     I love giving people who are interested, all the information about he mini 

Curly horses. To explain who and what they are. I think if you are a breeder, 

it is your duty to give as much information as you can to a buyer and always 

be available for questions. It can be a lot information, especially if you just 

came in contact with a mini Curly.  

     It is very important that they know that the mini Curly is just at the be-

ginning of development.  It can take years to breed the perfect mini Curly.  

     Because there are 

not many of them, it 

takes time to find the 

perfect combinations.  

With the DNA tests 

that yo can do with 

ICHO, you can select 

which ones will be a 

good match health 

wise. Also, nowadays, 

people want to have 

color in their mini 

Curly horses. I totally 

understand that. How 

beautiful can it be to 

create quality in a 

beautiful color. That 

is also one of  my 

goals. It may sound 

stupid, because their 

character is more im-

portant than their 

color, but with a mini 

Curly horse you al-

ready know that they 

will have the greatest 

personality.  
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     My other goal is to get as many people interested in mini Curl-

ies as possible  and spreading the word. In the summer of 2024, 

World Horse TV came to Titanium Curly Stables to make videos 

of my amazing mini Curly horses. It was so fun to let people see 

what they look like and give the viewers some inside information 

as well. A lot of people have sent me messages telling me that 

they instantly fell in love with mini Curlies!  The camera crew 

had never seen such mini horses before and the video was getting 

a lot of views. It was awesome to be a participant to promote mini 

Curlies. I am now busy with writing to horse magazines and will 

be on horse shows only to promote the mini Curly horse.  
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     At the moment, I am the proud owner of 12 mini Curly mares and 3 mini Curly 

breeding stallions.  I also breed them with ònormaló mini horses so I can have dif-

ferent bloodlines, different colors, and great quality.  

     Titan is my main breeding stallion and I know for sure he will never let me 

down. My mini Curly horses are now sold all over the world and last year my 

dream came true when one of my mini Curly foals traveled all the way to Ameri-

ca.  I am so so proud!  

     Some of my mini Curly horses moved to Norway, Finland, The Netherlands, 

Poland, and some stayed in Sweden. Some will become mini Curly breeding hors-

es, some will become therapy or driving mini Curly horses.  But of course, they 

are perfect for people who have a horse allergy.  If a family contacts me to see if 

they can be around a mini Curly, I first always send out hair from the mini Curly 

that they like so they will have the opportunity to test it in their own home. Then 

we can see which kind of mini Curly horse will be the perfect match.  Not every 

horse nor allergy is the same.  

 

This is my journey and goals thus far.  I hope you enjoyed reading my story.
